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A company was recently fined and ordered to pay costs following a pollution incident. The total cost 

to the company was almost £60,000.The Company had a Permit from the Environment Agency.   

Investigations following the pollution incident revealed that there had been several breaches of the 

permit conditions. The EA served an Enforcement Notice to the company for revised operational 

procedures, completion of training and outstanding improvement conditions.  

Vine has been successful in reducing the number of Corrective Action Reports for one of our clients 

who has a permit. We have offered advice on how to comply with permit conditions and organised 

work to be carried out to ensure compliance.
